Communities throughout New England have been attempting to regulate short-tem rentals
since sites like Airbb took off in the 2010s. Now with record-high home prices and historically
Tow inventory. there’s an increased urgency in such regulation. particularly among those who worry
that developers will come in and buy up swaths of housing to flip for a fortune on the shortterm
rental market

In New Hampshire, where the rental vacancy rate has dropped below 1 percent, housing
advocates fear unchecked short-tem rentals wil put further pressure on an already strained market.
“The State Legislature recently voted against a bill that would” ve made it illegal for towns to create
Tegislation restricting short-tem rentals

“We are at a crsis level on the supply of rental housing.” said Nick Taylor, executive director
of the Workforce Housing Coalition of the Greater Seacoast. Without enough affordable housing in
southem New Hampshire towns, “employers are having a hard time atracting employees . and
‘workers are having a hard time finding a place to ive " Taylor said

However, short-tem rentals also provide housing for tourists, pointed out Ryan Castle, CEO
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ofa local association of realer. “A lot of workers are servicing the tourist industry, and the tourism

effect.”

‘Short-term rentals themselves are not the crux of the issue, said Keren Homn . an expert on
affordable housing policy.

Bill Clinton and James Patterson. Both ofthese books are published next week by Penguin Random
House (PRH), a company currently involved in a stand-off with Waterstones

“The problem began late last year, when PRH confirmed that it had introduced a credit limit
with Waterstones “at a very significant level”. The trade magazine The Bookseller reported that
‘Waterstones branch managers were being 1old to remove PRH books ffom promineat areas such as
tables, display spaces and windows. and were “quietly retring the o their relevant sections'

PRH declined 1o comment on the issue, but a spokesperson for Waterstones told me:
“Waterstones are currently operating with reduced credit terms from PRHL the only publisher in the
UK to place any limitations on our ability 1o trade. We are not boycotting PRH titles but we are
doing our utmost to ensure that availability for customers remains good despite the lower overall
Tevels of stock. We are hopeful with our shops now open again that nommality will returm and that
we will be allowed to buy appropriatelyCertainly, our shops are exceptionally busy. The sales for
‘our May Books of the Month surpassed any monthsince 2018."

In the meantime, PRH authors have been the losers. Big-name PRH authors may suffer a bit,

ill be praying for an end to the dispute.
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It comes at a time when authors are already worried about the consequences of the proposed
‘merger between PRH and another big publisher, Simon & Schuster—the reduction in the mumber

“This is all part of a wider change towards concentration of power.” says literary agent

Andrew Lownie.

scientists and the reputation of their institutions depend on the number and prestige of the papers
they produce,  but even more so on the citations attracted by these papers.

Citation cartels,where joumnals., authors, and institutions conspire 1o inflate citation numbers,
have existed for a long time. In 2016, researchers developed an algorithm to recognize suspicious

jon pattems, including groups of authors that isproportionately cite one another and groups of
Jounals that cite each other frequently to ncrease the impact factors oftheir publications. Recently,
another expression of this predatory behavior has emerged: so-called support service consultancies
that provide language and other editorial support o individual authors and to jounals sometimes
advise contributors t0 add a mumber of citations o their rtcles.

‘The advent of electronic publishing and authors' need to find outlets for their papers resulted
in thousands of new journals The birth of predatory journals wasi't far behind. These jourals can
act as milk cows where every single article in an issue may cite a specific paper or a series of

‘papers. In some instances,there is absolutely 1o relationship between the content of the article and

A Last year marks the 150th anniversary of a series of Yellowstone photographs by the renowned
landscape photographer William Heary Jackson. He captured the first-ever shots of iconic
landmarks such as the Tetons, Old Faithful and the Colorado Rockies.

The erude technique required educated guesses on
exposure times, and involved heavy, awkward equipment — several men had to assist in its
transportation. Despite these challenges. Jackson captured dozens of striking photos, ranging from

E. The joumey offically began in Ogden, Utah on June 8,1871. Over nearly four months, dozens of
men made their way on horseback into Montana and traversed along the Yellowstone River and
around Yellowstone Lake. That fal, they concluded the survey in Fort Bridger Wyoming.

F. Though Native Americans (and later miners and fur trappers) had long recognized the area’s
riches. most Americans did not. That's why Hayden's expedition aimed to produce a fuller
understanding of the Yellowstone River region, from its hot springs and waterfall t0 its variety of
flora and fauna. In addition to the entourage of scintists. the team also included artists: Painter
Thomas Moran and photographer Jackson were charged with capturing this astounding natural
‘beauty and sharing it with the world.

G. The bill proved largely popular and sailed through Congress with large majorities in favor. In
quick succession. the Seuate and House passed legislation protecting Yellowstone in early 1872,
‘That March, President Ulysses S. Grant signed an act into law that established Yellowstone as the
world's first national park. While some locals opposed to the designation. the decision was largely
accepted—and Jackson's photos played a key role in the fight to protect the area. *I don't believe
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that the legal protection would have happened in the timeframe that it did without those images,”

says Heather Hansen, joumalist and author of Prophets and Moguls, Rangers and Rogues, Bison

‘and Bears: 100 Years of the National Park Service.

‘Such debates reflect fierce discussions across the US and around the world, as researchers,
‘policymakers, teachers and studeats step up demands for a greater focus on teaching about the facts
of climate change in schools.

Astudy last year by the National Center for Science Education, a non-profit group of scientists
‘and teachers. looking at how state public schools across the country address climate change in
science classes, gave barely half of US sates a grade B+ or higher. Among the 10 worst performers
‘were some of the most populous states, including Texas, which was given the lowest grade (F) and
has a disproportionate influence because itstextbooks are widely sold elsewhere

Glenn Branch, the cetre" s deputy director cautions that setting state - level science standards
s only one imited benchmark in a county that decentalises decisions 0 Tocal school boards. Exen
if a state is considered a high performer in its science standards, “that does not mean it wil be

taught ", he says.

Another issue is that, while climate change is well integrated into some subjects and at some.
‘ages—such as earth and space sciences in high schools—it is not as well represented in curricula
for younger children and in subjects that are more widely taught, such as biology and chemistry. It
